CLASS  4 12 YEARS & UNDER              AM5 AM6 POWER AND SPEED (Table A 2.3)

CLASS 5 PONY & GALLOWAY               AM5 AM6 POWER AND SPEED (Table A 2.3)

12 years & under may ride graded or ungraded horses, but should enter only a horse that they normally ride at Pony Club. No 
performance card required.

Riders in Grade A, B, C, D and Pony & Galloway must be 13 years or over. 

Ponies or Galloway’s must not exceed 15hh. Riders may choose either pony & Galloway or graded class  but  must not compete in 
both at the same fixture. Starting height for Pony & Galloway 90cm, maximum height 1.1m.requirement of P&G 
performance cards .Pony & Galloway maybe be run with  D Grade, but will be judged separately. 

Riders may enter one competitive horse in Official Program and one competitive horse in the Height Class OR two horses in the
same section, one of which must be ridden H C .The horse to be ridden H C must be nominated as such on the entry form.

Show jumping performance cards for grades A,B,C & D to be presented to Secretary before 8 30
